What is a Parish Plan?  
A Parish Plan gives everyone in the community an opportunity to say what they think about the issues affecting the Group Parish and how they would like to see things change in the future.

Parish Plans can cover everything that is relevant for the people who live and work in the community. They set out the improvements people would like to see over the next few years. They have the potential to influence the actions of a wide range of organisations, as well as setting out a programme of future actions by the Parish Council itself.

Why did we produce the Parish Plan?

a. To identify what is special about the Parish, and outline the strategies envisaged to preserve and enhance these qualities. 

b. To involve the community and canvas and assess the needs of the inhabitants.

c. To plan ways of representing the views of the P.C. to external bodies, in order to influence decisions at a higher level and to obtain help and funding.

d.   To propose and implement action plans that respond to local need.

How did we produce the Parish Plan?

a. The Council referred to other Parish Councils’ completed Parish Plans and benefited from their experience.

b. A steering committee of members of the P.C. was formed. Subsequently several non - P.C. committee members joined this committee.

c. A Parish Questionnaire was drawn up and distributed to every household, collected and analysed.  57% of forms were returned.

d. Using Microsoft Access and other analytical tools, much useful information was obtained (see Appendix).

e. From the data, several priority areas were identified and an action plan was developed for adoption by the full Parish Council and approval by Herefordshire Council.
